The modern hotel Almijara in La Herradura was built in 2003 and is our 
local favourite. La Herradura is situated right between the Costa Tropical 
and the Costa del Sol. The hotel is only 150 meters away from the beach 
and from the hotels’ roof terrace and rooms you can enjoy the extraordinary 
view over the bay.
Each room is equipped with own complete bathroom, telephone, satellite 
TV, mini bar and air-conditioning. The restaurant in the hotel has proven to 
be a specialist in paella at each tour farewell dinner.

The Alixares hotel is especially beloved because of its excellent location, 
opposite the Alhambra Palace, where you find one of the worlds most 
famous cultural monuments. After visiting the Alhambra it is also not 
far to stroll down to the old centre of Granada. The hotel has a beautiful 
swimming pool and is located near several parkways which provide a 
peaceful atmosphere.
The room are provided with all current extras - wifi internet, TV, 
air-conditioning, telephone, complete bathroom and mini bar.

Hotel restaurant Las Fuentes is located at a height of 1220 metres 
in the middle of the Sierra Filabres. The grandfather of this family 
owned place started out with a small bar at the “Plaza” of the villa-
ge serving food and drinks at the local fiestas.
The rooms are furnished in a traditional style and provided with all 
comforts, including air-conditioning, TV and complete bathroom. 
The restaurant in the hotel specialises in lamb dishes and the roas-
ted lamb from the open wood fire we can absolutely recommend.

Granada

Granada is famous for its many important histori-
cal buildings, both from Moorish times as well as 
from Gothic and Renaissance history. The city also 
has a world-wide reputation for its guitar makers. 
The most important buildings in Granada are from 
the Moorish period and belong to the Alhambra 
(from Al-hamra-u: „The red one“) fortress com-
plex. It is the largest collection of this style of 
palaces in Spain and was erected in the 13th and 
14 Century as the residence of the Moorish kings. 
The Alhambra is most famous for its stucco cei-
lings and the Lion Fountain. The Alhambra and 
Albaicin, the former Moorish residential area, are a 
UNESCO World Heritage Site.

Sierra Cazorla

At 214,300 ha, the „Sierras de Cazorla, Segura 
y Las Villas“ natural park  in the northeast of the 
province of Jaén, is the largest reserve in Anda-
lusia. It is most famous for its enormous forests 
- these trees are the ones which supplied the wood 
for the Spanish Armada. The Río Guadalquivir 
has its source in this part of the Baetic Cordille-
ra mountains. It runs through a broad valley and 
collects in the Tranco reservior. On the other hand 
its tributaries, such as the Río Borosa for example, 
have often cut deep ravines into the mountains, 
which increase the scenic beauty of these Sierras 
enormously.

Cabo de Gata

Cabo De Gata is located in the province of Almería 
in southeastern Spain. Approx. 33,663ha of the 
peninsula is a protected natural park. The vegeta-
tion here is unique because the climate is dry and 
very warm by European standards (2,900 hours 
of sun per year), and  the area has the status of a 
Biosphere Reserve. The Cabo de Gata has a rocky 
coastline and is bordered by mountains in the hin-
terland. The-geological origin lies in strong volca-
nic activity in the region. The highest point of the 
area is the Pico de los Frailes at 493 m, itself an 
extinct volcano. Along the beaches between San 
Jose and the two eponymous capes you can clearly 
see where lava has flowed into the sea.

In the evening we will join 
the hustle and bustle of Granada, visiting some 
of the innumerable bars to sample delicious 
tapas, cool cerveza, vino and fino in this fascina-
ting city.
Day 7: Granada – Sierra Nevada – Herradura
Our final touring day leads us into and around 
the Sierra Nevada. You will rarely come across 
such diversity and extremes in the landscape: 
Snow at an altitude of 3,400 m, in spring a sea 
of blossoming almond trees, large vineyards and 
fields on the southern slopes and plains accom-
panied time and time again by the magnificent 
panoramic view over the deep-blue Mediterra-
nean Sea.
Day 8: Return journey
Note: We reserve the right to make minor chan-
ges to the tour.

Day 1: Arrival in Malaga
Arrival at Malaga airport and transfer to La Her-
radura. Your motorbike will be waiting for you 
directly at the hotel. Introductions over dinner 
with Spanish wine while giving us an opportuni-
ty to discuss our tour.
Day 2: La Herradura – Cabo de Gata
Along the coastal road we warm up our motor-
bikes before we enjoy the first stretch of bends 
on this tour as we head through the foothills of 
the Sierra Nevada. The winding roads continue 
through the Sierra de Gator. Magnificent views 
of the Mediterranean accompany us on our way 
to the Cabo de Gata nature reserve.
Day 3: Rodalquilar – Las Menas
From Cabo de Gata the tour takes us along the 
coast to Mojácar where we take a break in this 
fascinating town. And we could well use this 
break as the Sierra de los Filabres lies ahead. 
This mountain range is not particularly vast, it 
is also not particularly high and it is not even 
particularly spectacular – but it offers endless 

winding roads making it a motorcycling paradi-
se!
Day 4: Las Menas – Cazorla
Through a valley plain we ride north to the Si-
erras around Cazorla and Segura, where unique 
landscapes, incredible stretches of road and 
endless biking pleasure await us. We will wit-
ness past ages when we drop by the remains of 
settlements built by the Romans and Phoenici-
ans who once inhabited this region.
Day 5: Cazorla – Round trip Sierra Segura
On our tour of the Sierras of Cazorla, Segura and 
Castril we relish the magnificent mountain pas-
ses and enjoy the stunning views of this impo-
sing mountain world. With a little luck we may 
even have the chance to watch vultures on their 
landing approach in the canyon of El Chorro. 
This region is also home to eagles and ibex.
Day 6: Cazorla – Granada
Along the Sierra Pozo and the Rio Fardes we 
head for Granada. Rising before the phenomenal 
backdrop of the Sierra Nevada is the incompara-
